Based at Warwick Farm Racecourse, Sydney’s premier training facility, the stable was opened in 2001 by Matthew and Melissa Smith. Situated at 15 Bull Street Warwick Farm, the 35 stable complex complete with a six horse walker, boasts large open-faced boxes with good light and ventilation. The onsite residential property and office ensure around the clock care for your horse and with our attentive staff and the Warwick Farm Equine Centre only doors away, your horse is in capable hands.
Warwick Farm Race Course is situated 50 minutes west bound from the centre of Sydney’s CBD. Surrounded by picturesque bushland, the training facilities are second to none. Recent track renovations include the all weather Viscose Ride Track, new stables, and horse tunnel for safe access on and off the training tracks. Riley’s which is an alternate off track training facility adjacent to the race track, offers variety in your horses training schedule thus creating the perfect environment to ensure your horse performs at its optimum level.

Prior to taking out his trainer’s license in 2001, Matthew travelled and worked extensively in the racing industry overseas. He was Assistant Trainer to Europe’s champion trainer Aidan O’Brien for 2 ½ years, after which he travelled to America to take up the position of Assistant Trainer to Niall O’Callaghan. Upon his return to Australia, Matthew commenced duties as Stable Foreman for Bart Cummings, a position he held for 4 ½ years. 
Matthew’s chosen career as a race horse trainer is a far cry from his tertiary study at Royal Melbourne Institute of Technology where he qualified as an Optician. Five years studying and working in Optics financed Matthew into his overseas travel and eventually fulfilling his goal of becoming a race horse trainer.
The success of Krupt in the Group Two Todman Slipper Stakes in 2008 has been Matthew’s biggest thrill thus far. Matthew and Melissa selected and purchased the Flying Spur x Categorical colt on behalf of stable clients at the 2007 Australian Easter Yearling Sale for $450,000. On debut Krupt was third at Wyong, then followed a second in the Group Three Kindergarten Stakes and he then went on to win the Group Two Todman Stakes and qualified third for Australia’s premier two-year old race, the Golden Slipper.  In a devastating blow to the stable he had to be scratched on the race morning because of a stone bruise.

Matthew’s wife Melissa is also an accomplished horse woman who grew up on a property in Walcha on the Northern Tablelands of NSW. As a young girl she competed regularly in gymkhanas and shows across the state and was crowned Champion Girl Rider at Sydney Royal Easter Show at the age of 17. After a number of years successfully showing horses, Melissa travelled to Japan to ride track work in the North Island, Hokkaido. In 2000 Melissa re-located to Sydney to work for William Inglis and Son where she spent the next five years in the role of Marketing Manager. In July 2005 Melissa joined Matthew full time at Warwick Farm where she assists Matthew in administration duties and syndication of horses.
